Dear Madam Speaker,

Transmitted herewith is the Government of Guam's proposed biennial program and financial plan for
Fiscal Years ending September 30, 2012 and September 30, 2013. We call this the “Tax Refunds & Fiscal
Stabilization Solutions Act of 2011.”

Keeping with our promise of governing in a new direction, we are proposing:

1. A biennial budget plan that affords this government the opportunity to plan.

2. Fiscal Year 2012 gross revenue projections of $677.4 million. This is based on conservative rates that do
not include federally-unfunded military buildup activities.

3. Fiscal Year 2012 appropriations of $561.1 million to fund government services. Priority is given to
public schools, colleges, public health, the hospital and public safety agencies.

4. Fiscal Year 2012 provisions for tax refunds in the amount of $105 million for Fiscal Year 2012 tax
refunds alone.

5. A Fiscal Year 2012 reserve of two percent of revenues, amounting to $11.2 million set aside for deficit
elimination.

6. Fiscal Year 2013 gross revenue projections of $693.7 million. This is based on conservative rates that do
not include federally-unfunded military buildup activities.

7. Fiscal Year 2013 appropriations of $573.2 million to fund government services. Priority is given to
public schools, colleges, public health, the hospital and public safety agencies.

8. Fiscal Year 2013 provisions for tax refunds in the amount of $109 million for Fiscal Year 2013 tax
refunds alone.

9. A Fiscal Year 2013 reserve of two percent of revenues, amounting to $11.5 million set aside for deficit
elimination.

10. A $344 million bond proposal to pay all past due tax refunds by the end of this year, to eliminate almost
all of the deficit, and to erase the cash shortfall.

Not included in this biennial budget plan is:
1. Revenue enhancements to begin addressing the structural imbalance of the General Fund caused by the
systemic underfunding of mandates. These enhancements will be presented at a later date.
2. A streamlining initiative, based on customer service, which already is underway within the Executive
Branch.

A top priority of my administration was to assess the financial condition of our government and work
toward achieving fiscal stability. The Department of Administration, Bureau of Budget and Management
Research and the Department of Revenue and Taxation have been performing intensive review to present a
more comprehensive state of our finances. To augment these findings, the Office of Public Accountability
was requested to validate certain liabilities. The Fiscal Year 2010 General Fund financial statements
(unaudited) for the period ending September 30, 2010, indicates that the deficit rose by approximately $83
million from a level of $265 million in Fiscal Year 2009 to $348 million in Fiscal Year 2010. While the
impact of this statement may not resonate well, it does confirm our government's inability to make prompt
payments for tax refunds, for vendor payables and other obligations. The Department of Administration's
Cash Flow Report shows a positive $2.3 million cash balance for the month of October, however, this is
attributed to the receipt of the Section 30 funds. Without such funds, that balance would have been a
negative $18.2 million. The month of November was even more alarming, as the ending cash balance for
that month was a negative $14.3 million and this number would have been a negative $20 million if it were
not for $6 million of inter-fund borrowings. In addition, this negative amount of $20 million is after full
expenditure of the remaining Section 30 cash. It was also in this month that DOA was advised by the bank
to reduce its cash float. For the month of December, the ending cash balance was a negative $3.2 million.
This figure would have been a negative $12.7 million if not for inter-fund borrowings of $8.5 million. The
lower amount of negative cash shortfall for December as compared to November, is due to the reduced
payouts for tax refunds, the limited payments for vendor payables and the significant non-payments of
subsidies to semi-autonomous agencies such as the University of Guam and the Guam Community College.
The aggregate impact of the negative cash balances has severely restrained our ability to meet current cash
requirements and further diminishes our ability to effectively manage our cash resources.

In order to focus our efforts on the planning for the military build-up and beyond, it was necessary to
propose a biennial budget which will also allow departments and agencies the time necessary to transition
into performance-based budgeting (PBB). The adoption of this budgeting approach will relate government
expenditures to results and fosters strategic planning and accountability. An unprecedented spike in
economic growth expected from the impending military build-up, necessitates a change in how our
government operates. We must leverage the build-up to our advantage and ensure that our people are not left
behind in the midst of all the economic flurry. We must plan for these activities and provide opportunities
for our people to benefit financially in order to improve their standard of living. We must deliver quality
education and healthcare. We must provide a safe environment and a safe island. All this requires careful
planning and this is why it is necessary to adopt a two-year budget and move toward performance based
budgeting.

Our people are best known for their respectfulness, patience and generosity. The fiscal irresponsibility
of the local government as well as the federal government’s refusal to acknowledge its debts to us, has tested
those qualities. For decades this government has been operating not only on the taxes and fees it imposes on
its citizens, but also on their personal funds, through their tax refunds. The deficit of the General Fund is
estimated to be $348 million and was for the most part, funded by tax refunds. Year after year our people
wait patiently for their tax refunds and unfortunately, year after year our government spends these refunds to
pay for its operations. The time has come for this injustice to stop. This budget contains a financing option
which will provide the cash for the payment of most, if not all, of the tax refunds due. We propose a near-
total elimination of the deficit with a $344 million general obligation bond, using instruments that will keep
the government within the debt ceiling without raising it.

The economic outlook for Guam during this budget cycle is encouraging. Though modest growth is
anticipated, the economy will begin to show early phases of the military build-up and revenue growth is also
expected. We recognize and understand that part of our revenue dilemma today is attributed to a number



events and factors such as the U.S. Department of Defense adjusted plans and programs in Fiscal Year 2010
and Fiscal Year 2011, the Japan disasters and the residual effects of the global recession. In spite of these
setbacks, we must not cease our current efforts aimed at growing the economy. We will continue to invest
resources in the areas which would yield the highest returns for Guam in the local and regional economic
arena.

Rising costs continue to diminish the government’s ability to provide the highest standard of services for
our people and the solution to this is to increase this government’s capacity to manage its tax resources and
thus provide the necessary financial resources to address this challenge. This is a high priority for my
administration and the agencies tasked with this mission are moving in this direction.

We will continue to invest in our people through education programs and manpower development
initiatives. This is how we will put them at the front of the line when job opportunities are created. This is
how we can help them overcome the financial challenges that are common to most families in our
communities.

The island’s tourism and construction industries are the mainstay of the economy and will continue to
provide the necessary revenues to help Guam through a difficult financial period. The growth in other sectors
however, is just as important and should not be subordinate in our economic initiatives. The economic era we
are in offers many opportunities. It will also demand allocation of significant amount of resources that
belong to our people. As such, it is imperative that we understand and safeguard the community’s interests at
stake and that we proceed vigorously in the movement to bring about the form of economic prosperity that
our people want and deserve. Nothing less will suffice.

We will continue to direct our attention to economic activity that will result in job opportunities in
sectors other than tourism and construction. Our people must be the primary stakeholders in all areas of the
economic course we are embarking upon. This is how we expect to raise the hopes and aspirations of many
of our people especially our children, the leaders of tomorrow. This is how we can help them to overcome
the economic plight and the threat of poverty they face today.

A significant financial gap exists between now and Fiscal Year 2014 when revenue levels will begin to
rise. This is the primary issue that has compelled us to develop a biennial budget that is comprised of
strategies which include a temporary fiscal relief to fund government operations. Moreover, in the current
Fiscal Year 2011 budget (P.L. 30-196), twenty million dollars ($20M) for DOE personnel salaries and
benefits were funded by federal ARRA funds. This federal fund source is no longer available in Fiscal Year
2012 and General Fund monies had to be allocated to replace the ARRA funding. This is a major factor that
required the restructuring of the debt service payment schedule as proposed in this budget. This results in the
release of approximately $32M in annual debt service payments, for Fiscal Year 2012 and Fiscal Year 2013,
which has been allocated to augment the operational funding requirements of the Department of Education
(DOE).

The Fiscal Year 2012 budget for the most part, represents a conservative yet optimistic approach for a
maintenance level budget that is supportive of this administration's priorities of health, education, and safety.
While the administration is currently engaged in the development and implementation of revenue
enhancements, cost-containment and cost-reduction initiatives as part of its fiscal stabilization plan, the
positive results of many of these initiatives are expected to be realized in Fiscal Year 2013. These results are
anticipated to sustain a level of government services that is responsive to the demands of our citizens.



The budget for Fiscal Year 2013 reflects positive yet moderate growth that will provide additional
revenues which have been allocated to critical areas in health, education and public safety. As a result, we
were able to provide one million dollars for the purchase of new ambulances and other emergency vehicles,
one million dollars for the purchase of school buses and another million for medicines and staff at
community health centers.

God-speed in your deliberations. My office and my Cabinet are available to you for further information,
in the spirit of transparency and accountability of the people’s money.

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THE BUDGET PROCESS

As required under law (5 GCA 84103 &
84106), the Governor directs the preparation
and administration of the Executive Budget
for the government of Guam on an annual
basis. The Executive Budget represents the
Governor’s  financial ~ proposal  with
recommended priorities for allocating
resources. The budget process is important
and necessary for the enactment of a budget
and review of government operations.

The Budget Process occurs in four (4)
essential phases:  formulation, adoption,
execution, and audit.

During the formulation phase the economic
forecast and the program and financial plans
are prepared for the various departments.
Economic data and statistics are utilized in
developing projected revenues for the
upcoming fiscal year.

Once revenues have been projected, a
budget call is distributed to all the line
agencies. This process starts when the
Bureau of Budget & Management Research
(BBMR) issues guidelines to each line
agency in the preparation and development
of their respective budgets.

The formulation phase culminates in the
transmittal of the Program and Financial
Plan (Executive Budget) with the
Governor’s Budget Message to the
Legislature for its consideration.

The adoption phase is the process in which
the Legislature considers the Governor’s
proposal and passes the overall revenue and
spending plan under a  General
Appropriations Bill. ~ The Bill usually

receives more detailed hearings within the
auspices of the applicable legislative
committees. Usually, a series of hearings
will be called during which department
heads and staff members give an overview
of the Governor’s proposed budget and are
expected to provide explanations when their
department’s / agency’s appropriations are
considered.  Finally, the Legislature may
pass a General Appropriations Bill. The Bill
is then transmitted to the Governor for
approval. Other hills to include
amendments during the fiscal year may be
introduced for enactment into law.

The execution phase involves the release of
funds appropriated per the General
Appropriations Act. Each department
prepares allotment of appropriations and
may request revisions, legislative or
administrative transfers, or supplemental
appropriations. BBMR must approve such
revisions to allotments. The Bureau also
monitors and assists agencies in carrying out
the approved budget in line with the
established policies of the Governor.

The audit phase involves the evaluation of
departments / agencies to identify areas in
need of improving compliance procedures
with applicable laws and regulations.
During the audit phase, financial
transactions, accounts and reports are
assessed and analyzed to improve
accountability, effectiveness, and efficiency
in the achievement of goals and objectives.
This phase is also to assure economic use of
resources to enhance achievement of public
services.

The General Fund is the fund into which all government revenues, not otherwise restricted by statute,
are deposited and from which appropriations are made. The Government of Guam is the only taxing
authority and there are no separate municipal, county, school district or improvement district taxes.
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The three primary sources of General Fund revenues are Income Taxes, Business Privilege Taxes,
also known as gross receipt tax (GRT), and Federal Sources. Income taxes account for 59.45% and
Business privilege taxes for approximately 31.43% of total General Fund revenues for FY2012 and
59.52% and 31.46% for FY2013 respectively. Under the Organic Act, Guam’s Income Tax Code
mirrors the United States Internal Revenue Code. As a result, the income tax laws in force in the
United States are applied to the residents of the Island, however, payable to the Treasury of Guam.
Gross receipts taxes are levied on a broad base of goods and services, including the sale of tangible
personal property and the provision of professional service.

Federal Sources include Section 30 funds. Section 30 of the Organic Act of Guam requires that all
customs duties and Federal income taxes, quarantine, passport, immigration, and naturalization fees
collected on Guam shall be covered into the Treasurer of Guam. These include federal income taxes
from military personnel based on-island or consider Guam as their state of legal residence. With the
military build-up, Guam will see an increase in military personnel which will enhance the Section 30
federal income taxes.

Special Revenue Funds are created by statute or Executive Order with an identified source of revenue
or appropriation. Expenditures from such funds are restricted to purposes set by statute or as sources
for debt service payment for bonds issued for constructing and improving major facilities and
infrastructure. Several of the most significant Special Revenue Funds include the Tourist Attraction
Fund, Guam Highway Fund, Territorial Education Facilities Fund, Customs & Quarantine

through user charges. Autonomous agencies such as the Guam Power Authority, Guam International
Airport Authority, and Guam Waterworks Authority generate revenues to fund operational and
capital requirements. Other agencies, such as the Guam Visitor’s Bureau, University of Guam and
Guam Community College, require subsidies from the General Fund and other external sources to
meet their operational requirements. Most autonomous agencies will prepare for their Fiscal Year
budgets between the months of April through June. Listed above are operational budget amounts
from the semi-autonomous and autonomous agencies for FY 2011.

Economic Outlook for Guam
Fiscal Years 2012 and 2013

Economic Factors Influencing
General Fund Revenues

Summary

Guam’s economic outlook for Fiscal Year 2012 is positive with modest aggregate growth
anticipated. The pace of growth is largely dependent on the timing of scheduled construction
activity, recovery in Japan tourism and continued strength in the Korea and Taiwan tourism
markets, although a number of other factors will make their contributions. Positive growth is likely,
but this outlook is not immune to a variety of risks. Key risks include the volatility in the Middle
East and North Africa, which heightens concerns of fuel price spikes and their dampening effect on
worldwide economic recovery, expansion and overseas travel as well as the stabilization and
containment of leaking radiation from Japan’s tsunami damaged nuclear reactors at Fukushima and
the related impacts. An increasing accumulation of funds appropriated or available, but not yet
contracted, for defense construction and other purposes leads to the conclusion that construction is
likely to increase dramatically and economic activity is likely to increase modestly in FY 2012, and
moderately, thereafter. The growing federal deficit and calls for federal budget reductions makes it
likely that the recent trend of increasing non-defense expenditures on Guam may reverse. However,
Section 30 funding is expected to increase moderately in FY 2012 and FY 2013 due to positioning
of military support personnel and reconciliation of the Section 30 ledger may yield additional
revenue, but this fund source will not peak until full relocation of the Marines is achieved. An
unprecedented level of funding, over $1.6 billion, is available for contractual obligation for defense
construction and other infrastructure projects. These are funded by U.S and Japan appropriations as
well as bond and American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) grants. Substantial additional
U.S. and Japan funds may become available in the not too distant future providing upside potential
for significantly greater growth rates. Future policy actions of the federal and local governments, as
well as Japan’s government regarding the buildup, are likely to further influence the pace and
direction of Guam’s economy in the years ahead.

Defense Buildup Plans

The Record of Decision (ROD) was announced in September 2010, stating the Department of
Defense’s decision to proceed with plans to relocate a portion of U.S. Marine Corps forces to Guam
from Okinawa. This enacts the blueprint for defense buildup projects on Guam and implementation
of these plans will be the major force driving economic changes into the foreseeable future.
Implementation has several components: These include: (1) Marine Corps: Relocation of
approximately 8,600 Marines and their 9,000 dependents from Okinawa to Guam and development
of facilities and infrastructure to support training and operations on Guam and Tinian. (2) Navy:
Construction of a new deep-draft wharf with shore-side infrastructure improvements creating the
capability in Apra Harbor, Guam to support a transient nuclear powered aircraft carrier, but has
deferred site selection. (3) Army: Relocation of approximately 600 military personnel and their 900
dependents to establish and operate an Air and Missile Defense Task Force (AMDTF). As of the
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date of this ROD, the DOD has not decided to construct and operate an AMDTF. Advancement in
Chinese military capabilities bring Guam within reach of a variety of offensive military capabilities
from China and suggest that plans for such a facility are likely to remain under active consideration.
(4) Utilities: Renovation and development of additional capacity for power, water and wastewater
systems, both on and off base. (5) Off-base Roadways: Improvements to off base roads, bridges,
and intersections.

Construction

The approximately $1.6 billion currently available primarily for contractual obligation for defense
construction and other infrastructure projects not yet contracted is from several sources and fiscal
years. These include, Japan appropriated funds JFY2009, $300 million, JFY 2010 $500 million and
yet to be contracted US Defense FY 2010 appropriations of $367 million. ARRA funds awarded to
the Government of Guam of $139.5 million remained available for obligation as of December 31,
2010. Millions in bond financing is available for utility projects. GPA recently sold $205 million in
bonds on the municipal market. GWA borrowed $118.8 million in bonds in November 2010. The
Port Authority of Guam has $50 million available from Supplemental FY 2010 appropriations
administered by the U.S. Transportation Department’s Maritime Administration. A portion of those
funds will be expended in FY 2012 and FY 2013.

Sources of funds that are not available for immediate obligation likely to be authorized soon,
primarily for construction, total over an additional billion dollars. These funds should begin to
generate some economic activity economic activity in FY 2012 and more in FY 2013.

These funding sources include, the Guam Museum Bond in the amount of $86.4 million, which is
delayed due to a procurement protest, budgeted Japan FY 2011 funds of about $400 million for
Guam utilities have been passed into law as appropriations but the Japan bond funding to back them
has not been authorized and their authorization requires approval from both houses which may be
difficult. US Defense Construction Authorizations for FY 2011 of about $500 million have been
passed into law as appropriations but cannot be contracted until the funds are made available with
the passage of the FY 2011 budget. The FY 2011 funds are likely to be available late in the year so
the impact of their expenditure will be limited in FY 2012 and will extend to 2013 and beyond. The
FY 2012 DOD military construction request of $367 millions plus $33 million for civilian
infrastructure could begin to have significant impact in FY 2013. Most of the expected construction
activity for FY 2012 will be limited to expenditure of funds already contracted or available for
contracting.

Of the $370 million in Department of Defense construction projects of $5 million and above
awarded in FY 2010, nearly all was awarded to off-island firms. In recent years past, the
distribution of contract awards between local and off-island firms was more evenly divided. This
raises the concern that while the total amount of the construction projects has increased, it is not
clear what portion of the contracted amounts will make its way to Guam. This makes forecasting
Guam construction and employment levels based on contract amounts more uncertain and likely
having less impact per dollar contracted.
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There was virtually no economic activity in FY 2010 from the items covered in the Final
Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) since the Record of Decision was not issued until late that
year. While a number of contract awards were made in September 2010, the awards were too late in
the year to have any impact on FY 2010. Delays occurred in commencing work on the FY 2010
projects for a variety of reasons including resolution of issues necessary to permit signing of the
programmatic agreement. Construction is expected to increase substantially in 2012, but as the
relocation construction projects will be mostly just starting near the beginning of FY 2012 and
ramping up throughout the year, the average for the year will be somewhere in between the start and
ending levels.

The largest project of the FY 2010 Military Construction funding is for a replacement Naval
Hospital complex in Agana Heights. The groundbreaking ceremony took place about three months
after the $158 million contract was awarded for the project.

The contracting arrangements for the U.S. funded buildup projects were put in place with the
Navy’s May 11, 2010 $4 billion contract award selecting seven companies for indefinite-quantity
contracts. These firms will be given the bulk of the design and construction work for Marine Corps
relocation and other military projects with specific projects to be awarded with task orders.

The Japan Mamizu funds are available but the contracting authority for their expenditure with
indefinite-quantity Multiple Award Construction Contracts is not yet in place. The request for
proposals for these contracts is due in April 2011. Task orders from these contracts are scheduled
for contracting beginning in summer 2011. Construction will lag months until after that so little
project activity will occur in FY 2011 but will commence and ramp up in FY 2012.

The largest Government of Guam project currently underway is the new John F. Kennedy High
School; it is scheduled for completion by July 2011.

Private sector projects of note include the $95 million 30 floor Bayview Hotel tower, to be the
tallest on Guam, and convention center which is scheduled for completion and opening in spring
2012. Construction of the $15 million New Harmon Apartments owned by Tanota Partners
commenced in January 2010. The $100 million Emerald Ocean Park condominium construction,
started in March 2008, is currently at a standstill. On April 11, 2011, the Guam Healthcare and
Hospital Development Foundation announced that is has begun designing Phase 1 plans with 130
acute care beds estimated to cost $197 million, with plans to expand to 350 beds.

While the projects outlined in the FEIS are proceeding, the timeframes for the activity have been
delayed and stretched out over a longer time frame. Measures of growth for population,
employment and revenue, provided in the FEIS therefore, will remain largely unachieved in the FY
2012 and 2013 time periods.

It appears that the commencement of substantial growth originally projected in the NAVFAC
Pacific Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) assumptions for population growth and
additional revenues from buildup construction in 2010 will be deferred until FY 2012 and increase
at a slower rate.

Tourism

In 2010, air service to Guam was expanded, visitor arrivals rebounded, employment increased, and
gross receipts tax revenue, a measure of business activity, increased. The improvement in visitor
industry statistics from FY 2009 to FY 2010 is impressive. Visitor arrivals were up 11.2%, and
hotel occupancy tax receipts were up 11.9%. Two Tumon Bay hotels, the Aurora Resort and the
Sherwood remain closed. Reopening is planned this year for the Aurora’s Island Wing along with
offering 75 one and two bedroom converted apartments under new ownership.

By country of residence, the number of visitors increased significantly from each of the four largest
markets: Japan, Korea, Taiwan and the U.S. mainland. Other markets of interest showing large
percentage increases over the year include Hong Kong, up 140%, Australia, up 28% and China, up
45%. The fiscal year ended strongly with total visitor arrivals for the month of September,
compared to September last year, up 15.6% and hotel occupancy tax collections up 24.6%. The
tourism sector’s recovery and growth in FY 2010 has continued into the first five months of FY
2011.

That growth in the Japan market experienced an abrupt reversal on March 12, 2011, the day
immediately following the earthquake, tsunami and nuclear power plant damage at Fukushima. The
loss of life, homes, jobs and displacement of residents was of such severity that the Japanese Prime
Minister Naoto Kan said “Within 65 years after the end of World War 11, this is the most difficult
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and most difficult crisis for Japan”. The disaster has been officially named Great East Japan
Earthquake. The U.S. Department of State has issued a March 21 Travel Warning discouraging U.S.
residents from visiting Japan at this time. The U.S. State Department downgraded on March 21 the
Travel Warning and announced specific areas where U.S. Citizens should defer non-essential travel
including Tokyo (Tokyo Capital Region). As a precaution, U.S. citizens within 50 miles of the
Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant are advised to evacuate the area or take shelter indoors if
evacuation is not possible. Flights to Guam and the United States from Japan have been reduced
somewhat. Commercial flights have resumed at all airports, except Sendai airport which remains
closed. All of this is particularly important to Guam’s economy as the Japan segment for 2010
comprised 75% of Guam’s visitors. Given the magnitude of the disaster, the downturn in Japan
arrivals to Guam was expected. Japan daily arrivals have dropped off approximately 20% since the
March 11 disaster. For the entire month ending March 31, Japan arrivals are down 9.4% and total
arrivals to Guam are down 5.8% compared to figures of one year ago.

The economic ramifications of the earthquake and tsunami include disruptions in transportation,
electrical power generation and supply lines, affecting businesses and individuals. The expenditure
of private and government resources are likely to be refocused to reconstruction efforts with travel
for business and leisure purposes being curtailed. Typically, tourism declines following a natural or
economic crisis, and over a period of time, recovers. The expectation is that in 2012 tourism on
Guam from outbound Japanese travelers will be in gradual recovery.

The assumption is that tourism levels for FY 2012 will be below those achieved in FY 2010 and
will remain above the depressed levels of FY 2009. Since tourism is a much larger component of
Guam’s economic activity than construction, whether measured by revenues or employment, a
larger percentage increase in construction is necessary to off-set any decline in visitor industry
expenditures.

Outlook for 2013

The outlook for FY 2013 at this time is continuing recovery, with modest growth in the tourism
sector. In the construction sector, activity is expected to continue to ramp up. While the aggregate
economic activity in FY 2012 is likely to be positive, the robust growth over the year expected in
construction will be somewhat offset by the still somewhat recovering Japanese tourist market. It is
possible that by 2013 the Japan tourist sector may have recovered so that the entire amount of
increased construction revenue will be added to the base. By then, there is a possibility that tourism
from China may continue growth to become a more significant share. The potential is for FY 2013
to be significantly stronger than FY 2012, not only in the tourism sector but also in construction.
The beginning construction level in FY 2013 will be the year end high of FY 2012 and is expected
to ramp up further, assuming buildup plans and funding remain as currently planned.

Conclusion

The most reasonable economic growth scenarios range from little to moderate to robust. Economic
contraction in FY 2012 or FY 2013 appears unlikely. Given current information, Guam’s economy
is expected to expand moderately in FY 2012 & 2013 driven by construction activity levels rising
substantially throughout the year. Increased construction expenditures in the economy over time,

are likely to more than offset an expected decline in tourist activity, since the dollar amount of
major construction projects planned is immense. However, this expectation will change if tourist
reductions are greater than anticipated and budgeted construction projects are delayed substantially.
An important budgetary note is that while FY 2012 revenues are expected to increase modestly over
FY 2010 and FY 2011, the average revenue levels will not be available at the beginning of the fiscal
year. Revenues are expected to start the year near status quo levels and ramp up during the year as
tourism continues recovery and construction projects get underway.

This cabinet department provides for fiscal policy development, financial, data processing, and human resource
management inclusive of the Merit System that was transferred to the Department of Administration from the
Civil Service Commission. The Merit System entails the Government of Guam’s personnel policies and practices

required in the due process of all personnel actions. Additionally, this cabinet is also supported by the Insurance
and Banking Commissioner.

Entities under this cabinet are the Department of Administration, Department of Education Accounting and the
Insurance & Banking Commissioner under the Department of Revenue & Taxation.
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ADMINISTRATION

The Department of Administration provides administrative, fiscal and policy direction for execution of
government-wide support services. Its administrative support services includes the provision of orientation and
training programs, as well as provides data for statistical, payroll wage and other related purposes. Additionally,
the Department also handles recruitment and placement of eligible applications, administration of employee
fringe benefits and enroliment into the government of Guam retirement system, and non-adjudicatory authority
relative to functions regarding rulemaking, the creation of new positions, pay scales, personnel rules and the like,
in accordance with P.L. 28-68. Support services include procurement of supplies, equipment, storage and
distribution of donated surplus properties, as well as the preservation and disposal of government records. The
Department’s financial responsibilities include ensuring the availability of revenues for obligations and
investments, proper governmental accounting and computer, technical and consultations services.

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REVENUE & TAXATION

The primary mission of this cabinet is to provide taxpayers quality service by helping them understand and
meet their tax responsibilities and by applying the tax law with integrity and fairness to all.

The department
provides timely tax data, minimizing the amount of delinquent taxes, thus reducing the recording and
processing time for payments received. It protects the general public from unethical and/or unfair
business practices through the enforcement of local and federal licensing, examination and registration
laws. In addition, the Department is responsible for the administration of the Guam Passport Office.

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EDUCATION

The Organic Act of Guam, Section 29(b) mandated that an educational system for the people of
Guam be established. The general objectives of these departments and agencies are to stimulate and
maximize the realization of each individual’s intellectual ability; contribute to their social develop-
ment in order to enhance the welfare of the community; and promote the cultural traditions and prac-
tices of our island.

HEALTH

The departments and agencies under this cabinet department serve to develop, monitor, and im-
prove the general health, welfare and well being of the people of Guam and provide assistance
to all residents of Guam who are referred off-island for medical treatment.

The department ensures the
public protection through preventive measures against unsanitary conditions. It ensures the provisions
of direct and indirect health care services such as dental, hearing, speech and nutritional health. The
department also promotes positive social conditions for the economically and socially disadvantaged
by providing financial and medical services, such as in its administration of the Public Assistance,
Food Stamp, and Medicaid Programs. Additionally, it administers the State Plan on Aging program
tailored for the elderly sixty (60) years and older.

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MENTAL HEALTH & SUBSTANCE ABUSE

The Department of Mental Health & Substance Abuse (DMHSA) is responsible to provide mental
health programs and services for clients suffering mental disorders, emotional disturbances, behavioral
problems, familial dysfunctions, and drug and alcohol abasements. The Department also maintains
residential and day treatment services such as the Guma Man Hoben, Guma Ifil and New Beginnings
programs. In November 10, 2008, DMHSA, under E.O. No. 2008-25, became the primary agency to
manage the Level of Care and Guma Bethesda Programs that were transferred from the Department of
Integrated Services for Individuals with Disabilities. It also operates an acute psychiatric inpatient
facility and provides emergency consultations to related agencies and clinics, and offers a 24-hour
telephone crisis intervention to all island residents and provides educational training for mental health
and drug prevention and abuse programs.

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PUBLIC SAFETY

The agencies under this cabinet department play an integral part in the provision of public safety
services to our island. Its role is to provide education, correction, prevention, scientific, prosecu-
tion, protection, and disaster assistance and recovery programs.

The departments and agencies per the Executive Budget include the Guam Police Department,
Guam Fire Department, Department of Corrections, Department of Youth Affairs and the Chief
Medical Examiner’s Office. Autonomous entities under this cabinet not requiring funding assis-
tance under the Executive Budget are the Guam International Airport Authority Police and Fire,
and the Port Authority of Guam Police. The Motor Carrier Safety Assistance Program, a one
hundred percent federally funded program, is also under this cabinet.
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GUAM POLICE

The Guam Police Department is responsible for deterring and suppressing all crimes and providing
overall protection of life and property from injuries and loss. The Department provides island-wide

The Department of Public Works provides engineering services in accordance with industry standards and
regulations, reviews and approves, inspects, and monitors all proposed construction and government capital
projects, to ensure strict compliance with building codes, construction laws and procurement regulations to
government contracting. It oversees all highway construction and rehabilitation projects in conjunction with
Federal highway regulations, and additionally, provides island wide maintenance support for roadway
beautification programs, flood and hazard mitigation controls, disaster preparation and recovery measures, and
highway and traffic program services. Furthermore, the Department is responsible for maintenance of
government buildings and vehicles. It is also tasked with solid waste collection and disposal services for
residential homes and government agencies. Lastly, the Department is tasked with providing safe and efficient
bussing services to both public and private schools as well as providing transportation services for emergency
evacuation and civil activities as authorized by the Governor or his designee.

The Office of the Governor, specifically under Executive Direction provides general supervision and control of all the departments, bureaus,
agencies, and other instrumentalities of the Executive Branch; the execution of the laws of Guam and the laws of the United States applicable
in Guam; provides policy direction, formulates regional policies, files reports with the Guam Legislature and the Federal Government, and
through the Lieutenant Governor's office, is a State Clearinghouse for all Federal grants-in-aid programs for Guam.

Government House serves as the official residence of the First Family, therefore, it is responsible for hosting guests such as visiting heads of
states and holding official functions for local and off-island dignitaries. Government House serves as a meeting place and public facility for
receptions held by various government agencies, local non-profit organizations and private parties.

Government House Revolving Fund - created as a repository for fees collected from persons using Government House, and includes fees
collected for the cost of supplies and food, with the fund being maintained by the Department of Administration. An official designated by the
Governor is authorized to use the fund in any amounts as may be necessary for expenses incidental to the use of the Government House for
private functions.

The BIT is responsible for overseeing all Information Technology (IT) planning, procurement, development, implementation, and
infrastructure within the executive branch of the government of Guam. BIT is the IT central managing office with authority over all databases,
application systems, and “wide area networks" within the executive branch.

Develop and strengthen law enforcement and prosecution strategies addressing violent crimes against women as well as develop strengthen
victim services in cases involving violent crimes against women. STOP funds are distributed through subgrant awards of which by statute, 25
percent of STOP funds must go to prosecution, 25 percent to law enforcement, and 25 percent to victim services with the remaining 25 percent
at Guam's discretion.

This program allows states to implement, expend, and establish cooperative efforts and projects between law enforcement officers,
prosecutors, victim advocacy groups, and other related parties to investigate and prosecute incidents of domestic violence, dating violence and
child abuse. It also provides treatment, counseling and assistance to victims of domestic violence, dating violence and child victimization,
including immigration matters; and works in cooperation with the community to develop education and prevention strategies directed toward
such issues.

The program encourages a coordinated and integrated approach which responds to domestic violence as a serious violation of criminal law.
The program requires the local government demonstrate a coordinated effort by criminal justice personnel and non-profit, nongovernmental
domestic violence programs, to prioritize the safety and well-being of the victim.

To develop, monitor and manage the Executive Budget for all line agencies and provide information and advice to policy makers on fiscal and
management matters affecting the operation of the Government of Guam.

To administer the fiscal management of all programs funded in part or 100% by Federal funds to include the processing of grant applications,
reporting requirements, monitoring of expenditures, and other tasks as required through applicable grant terms and conditions.

To manage all elements of the Guam National Guard not in active service of the United States and to provide local leadership in accordance
with applicable mandates.

Army National Guard - The program includes federal (100%) and split sharing of federal (75%) and local (25%) program funds. It is designed
to support Real Property Operation and Maintenance for federally owned properties under the Master Cooperative Agreement, training needs,
force structure and the National Guard Bureau's desired level of unit readiness.

Air National Guard - The program is a split sharing of federal (75%) and local (25%) funds. It is designed to support Facilities Property
Operation and Maintenance activities for the Air National Guard pursuant to the Master Cooperative Agreement, and in accordance with
Active Air Force standards.

The program includes federal (100%) and split sharing of federal (75%) and local (25%) program funds. It is designed to ensure that the
Guam National Guard is in compliance with federal and local Environmental Protection Agency regulations, as per the Master Cooperative
Agreement.

The program is 100% federally funded that provides security for designated Guam Army National Guard facilities and equipment pursuant to
the Master Cooperative Agreement.

The Western Pacific Council is the policy-making organization for the management of fisheries in the EEZ around
American Samoa, Guam, Hawaii, the Northern Mariana Islands and other U.S. possessions in the Pacific.

Agencies carry out fishery data collection, analysis, and reporting programs and data management system activities to support fisheries
management as part of a cooperative effort to monitor fisheries resources in the Exclusive Economic Zone, and to support fisheries
management under the Magnuson Stevens Fishery Management and Conservation Act.

The Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy is a prerequisite for designation of Guam as an economic development district to qualify
for funding assistance under the Economic Development Administration's (EDA) public works, economic adjustment, and planning programs.

Project Safe Neighborhoods (PSN) is a nation-wide commitment to reduce gun crime by networking existing local programs that target gun
crime and providing those programs with additional tools necessary to be successful. The goal is to take a hard line against gun criminals
through every available means to create safer neighborhoods. PSN seeks to achieve heightened coordination among federal, state, and local
law enforcement, with an emphasis on tactical intelligence gathering, more aggressive prosecutions, and enhanced accountability through
performance measures.

This program provides the necessary support for budget, payroll, procurement, data control supervision, and other administrative services for
the Commission's personnel and operations.

Claims provides for the intake and processing of Applications for Title and Compensation, Claims of Interest and initial inquiries for
information. Research, Development & Planning provides for the research of information, documents and maps relative to lots, owners and
claims of interest. It also provides for the planning and development of lots that are owned by the Commission. PL 25-178 establishes the
rules and regulations for the Guam Ancestral Lands Commission. It provides the acceptance and the ability to process the applications in a
timely matter which is dependent on the number of staff that are qualified. The GALC must verify and obtain all information of all the
applications that were submitted and the staff must be qualified in carrying out the research and planning. The Commission also stands to
obtain title to lands that are not privately owned and must develop the properties to their highest and best use in a Trust for the dispossessed
original landowners and also heirs who are not getting their lands back. The Commission would not be able to accomplish its mission without
proper research, planning and development.

Public Law 26-36 mandates that the Guam Ancestral Lands Commission establish the Land Bank by the end of the 2004 Fiscal Year. GALC
created the Land Bank Sub-Committee to oversee the establishment of all administrative and legal requirements for the Land Bank and to
review applications for the Land Bank properties with a recommendation to the Commission for action. The Land Bank Sub-Committee is a
working Committee with the final disposition of all its recommendations requiring the approval by the Commission. All properties within the
GALC inventory that are clearly government property have been identified and placed in Trust to fulfill statutory mandates of the Land Bank,
as contained within PL 25-45. This Trust has been recorded with the Department of Land Management. GALC is working closely with the
Guam Economic Development Authority to develop Request for Proposals (RFP) so that the highest and best usage is obtained with properties
contained in the Land Bank Trust.

Pursuant to P.L. 28-133, a Provisional Commission for the Zoning of Ancestral Lands, referred to as the "Provisional Commission", was
established to include the Executive Director of GALC, the Director of Land Management, the Administrator of Guam Environmental
Protection Agency, the Director of Agriculture and the Director of Bureau of Statistics and Plans. The Executive Director shall serve as
Chairperson of the Provisional Commission. Members of the Provisional Commission shall assign employees from their respective
departments to assist the Commission in its work.

This program oversees, manages and provides administrative support to all programs under the purview of the Chamorro Land Trust
Commission. Responsibilities include correspondence, reports, fiscal accounting, budget, personnel, procurement, legislation, loans and
grants. In addition, is directly responsible to the Chamorro Land Trust Commission Board.

The outcome of these programs is to increase the employment,
retention, and earnings of participants, and increase occupational skill attainment by participants, reduce welfare dependency, and as a result,
improve the quality of the workforce, and enhance the productivity and competitiveness of the Nation.

The Agency for Human Resources Development administers the Balance Budget Act of 1997, Section 5001, Social Security Act, as amended
by Section 403(a)(5)(A)(ii), the intent of this act is to provide Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) opportunities to make the
transition from welfare assistance to acquire job readiness skills and work ethics to attain long-term unsubsidized employment through job
placement, job development, on the job training, work experience, support services to achieve job retention and self-sufficiency.

It is mandated to carry out the
National Community Service Program in Guam, providing opportunities for Americans to serve full-time and part-time, , as volunteers or
stipend participants performing services to our island community. In exchange for a year of service, AmeriCorps members earn educational
awards which can help pay back student loans or to finance college, graduate program, or vocational training.

To conduct site visits to determine the
validity of complaint, schedule interviews with both complainant and contractor, and help both parties work together to resolve differences to
the mutual satisfaction of both parties. To conduct visits of jobsites chosen at random to determine that all contractors working on the project
are properly licensed for the type of work being done.

The Guam Passport Office is responsible for accepting, examining, executing United States passport applications and releasing United States
Passports upon the completion and processing from the Honolulu and Washington D.C. office. The Office services civilians as well as
military personnel and their dependents, tourists, Official and Diplomatic No-Fee passports.

Certificates or permits are issued and renewed annually by the agency to local manufacturers of Guam-made products for the purpose of
encouraging local manufacturing / enterprise.

Certificates of registration are issued and renewed every five (5) years for any print, label, trademark, service mark or trade name created or
used in Guam business, industry, and commerce for the purpose of encouraging prosperous development and operations of the legitimate
interest and welfare of intellectual property in Guam.

To provide administrative policies and direction for the various divisions of the Department of Administration. It is also responsible for
ensuring an effective administration of internal business of the Government of Guam by providing proper guidance, direction and coordination
of efforts.

To administer the personnel management program for non-autonomous departments and agencies within the Executive Branch in the areas of
recruitment, test development and validation, classification and compensation, employee records, employee management relations and
employee benefits assistance. To also provide effective training related services to support efforts to implement sound management and
employee performance practices and to administer the Equal Employment Opportunity Program for the government of Guam.

Human Resources Services Revolving Fund and Drug Testing Fund - the Administrator of the Human Resources Division of the Department
of Administration is authorized to charge for all services provided in the area of classification and pay, recruitment, records, employee
benefits, test development, employee management relations, training and development, as well as the Drug-Free Workplace Program of the
Human Resources Division.

To provide for a uniform financial management system
and the related system of internal accounting controls for line organizations of the government; to provide for accurate and timely financial
information for management and analyze and interpret these for compliance with statutory requirements.

Administrative provisions to load appropriations and release allotments on exemptions from allotment release control.

GOVERNMENT CLAIMS FUND. To establish fund account and process claims as approved by the Attorney General's Office for payment
from the Government Claims Fund.
