4.  Background.  20 CFR 653.108(e) provides that State Monitor Advocates attend 
training sessions required by the Regional or National Monitor Advocate. 20 CFR 
653.108(k) establishes that the State Monitor Advocate shall establish ongoing 

liaison with WIA 167 National Farmworker Jobs Program and other organizations 
serving farmworkers, and employers and/or employer organizations, in the State. 
 
5. Information. The 2015 Roundtable training brings together State and Federal 

Monitor Advocates and outreach workers, NFJP grantees and Federal Project 
Officers to discuss current issues and legislative changes that impact services to 
migrant and seasonal, including changes under the Workforce Innovation and 

Opportunity Act of 2014 (WIOA).  The main objectives of this year’s  training are 
to: a) better integrate the services to MSFW’s and agricultural employers in the 
Workforce System, b) facilitate the exchange of information among farmworker 
service providers; and c) enhance communication and cooperation between
